Excellence in Community Service

Roosevelt Morring, born in the 1950s, is the youngest of
five children and the only son, alongside his four sisters.

After graduating from Hempstead High School in June
1986, Roosevelt enlisted in the United States Army,
serving until August 1990. Eager to continue his military
service, he joined the New York National Guard from
August 1990 through December 1993. Transitioning to
civilian life, he began his career with New York Telephone/
Bell Atlantic/Verizon as a call completion operator,
eventually advancing to the role of service technician and
Operations Manager from 1992 to 2006.

While dedicated to his military and professional
endeavors, Roosevelt also embraced the joys of family
life. His greatest pride and joy are his two children, a
daughter and son, as well as his grandson, who bring
immense happiness and support to his life.

His military journey continued with the Army Reserves
from 2008 until 2012, but unfortunately, vision loss due
to complications of Type Il Diabetes led to his separation
from military service in 2012. Committed to raising
awareness about Type Il Diabetes, Roosevelt pursued
higher education to assist fellow diabetics in managing
the condition and preventing complications.

In the fall of 2014, he enrolled in Nassau Community
College's Dietary Management Certificate program, later
switching to the Food and Nutrition degree program

to pursue a Didactic Program in Dietetics. Roosevelt's
dedication to academic excellence and community
service earned him the SUNY Chancellors Award Winner
distinction in 2017. He graduated magna cum laude from
Nassau Community College with a certificate in Dietary
Management and an Associate Degree in Food and
Nutrition, boasting a remarkable GPA of 3.88.

During his time at Nassau Community College, Roosevelt
served as president of the NCC Student Veterans Club
from Fall 2015 to Fall 2016, demonstrating his leadership
and commitment to his fellow veterans.

Continuing his educational journey, Roosevelt enrolled in
CW Post's DPD in Fall 2017, graduating with a B.S. in
Nutrition and Dietetics from LIU Post Campus (formerly
CW Post) in 2019. He achieved a GPA of 3.79, graduating
magna cum laude, and also received the Advanced
Certificate in Nutrition and Dietetics from LIU in the same
year.

Roosevelt's dedication extends beyond academia into
community service, where he serves as a Board member
of Nassau Suffolk Legal Services since 2017 and Co-
Advisor of the NCC Student Veterans Club since 2022.
His passion for fitness and endurance sports led him to
become a 2022 NY Inaugural Half IRONMAN finisher
and a 2022 NYC Marathon Finisher. In recognition of his
exemplary service, Roosevelt was inducted into the NYS
Veterans Hall of Fame in 2022.
